We sold out of our commemorative wine glasses aadiy depleted our leftover inventory of the pagears. We
sold out of artist booth space even though we aszd fees by $50-$75. Even our Club sponsored R¥ET
group of high school students raised $1,491 seflofgdrinks. | can go on and on, but you getgbimt.
