Our Youth Protection Program got a kick start last month under the leadership of Ron Green and Dave 
Roughton when over half of our club members completed the “Live Scan” background checks.  This is a 
mandatory requirement for anyone that will be working with children. Harry Sherman assisted with the 
scans which were conducted at Glenn Goodwin’s office.  Thank you all.

We all heard Debra Parkinson’s presentation on Challenge Day last month.  Our Club will have a major 
part in helping Rim of the World High School implement Challenge Day, a multi-day activity that begins 
with an extended “Culture Walk” followed by small and large group debriefing/understanding sessions. 
Our Club members will serve as trained small group session facilitators.

There are so many other examples of what we are doing to invest in our future leaders.  Yet these only 
represent one aspect of what we do, and why I am extremely proud of the quality and character of the 
members in our club.
