Dear Fellow Rotarians,

Welcome Back!  It was good to see most of you at our Rotary meeting Oct 30, only 2 days 
after returning from 7 days of mandatory evacuation in what was the worst disaster in our 
community.  

Although the California Grass Fire came within a few hundred feet of my back yard, my 
house and most of my neighborhood was saved by our brave fire fighting teams. However, 
over 500 homes have been lost in our local area by what was called the Grass Fire and Slide 
Fire.  I am also sad to report that at least 2 of our members suffered losses.  Duane Quinn 

lost his home and Lon LeBlanc was just in the process of moving to a new Lake Arrowhead residence, when his 
previous home was lost in the fire.

Tragedies bring the best out of people.  It’s amazing how individuals and organizations step up to help others dur-
ing these times.  For example, while evacuated, Bob and Diane Gladwell proposed establishing the “We Care” 
sticker project to support the Mountain Wildfire Recovery efforts.  This effort will raise funds for victims while si-
multaneously saying “Thank You” to the Firefighters, Law Enforcement, Emergency Medical Staff and Volunteers 
who helped save our community.  Your Board quickly approved this effort.  This is similar to the successful sticker 
project after the 2003 Old Fire, but we are starting earlier, elevated it to the District level and using multi-media 
marketing. 

I appointed Bob Gladwell and Dwight Zinn to Co-Chair this project.  On Oct 27, we met with Governor Mark 
Howison who enthusiastically supported it as a collaborative effort with the Presidents of the 5 mountain Rotary 
clubs.  Dwight prepared the website and obtained sponsorship from Mile High Hollywood Productions to donate 
the production of a 30 second commercial given to Charter Cable for immediate airing in early November.  Moun-
tain News donated a quarter-page add on the project.  J&J Tape and Label donated the printing of the first 30,000 
stickers, and countless others doing their part.  Although it’s only been a few day, we received many thousands of 
dollars coming in from individuals and businesses, and an overwhelming support from local merchants to sell these 
$5 stickers.  The Presidents of the 5 Mountain Clubs form the core of a Financial Oversight Board to ensure that all 
proceeds are given to victims through existing charities chartered to implement victim support in our communities.

On a lighter note, I want to thank all our Rotarians who met Oct 16 at Grandview Elementary School to read to the 
students with some of the books we donated to their library.  Thank you Aylene Popka for coordinating this.  Also, 
thanks to Pat Rains, Duane Quinn, Bob Hill and Gloria Wolfe who manned our Rotary Booth at the First Annual 
Pine Cone Festival at our Rotary Centennial Park on Oct 20.  One objective of the Festival was to show outside 
communities that rumors of all our trees burning down 4 years ago in the 2003 Old Fire were untrue.  Ironically, we 
evacuated the mountain two days later and four years almost to the day of the 2003 Old Fire.

We have a lot of work to do to continue making our community the best for all.  Please actively participate in our 
major fundraiser the Lake Arrowhead Rotary Art & Wine Festival and the “We Care” Sticker Project for Fire Re-
covery.

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Rotary Responds Quickly to Assist the Fire Recovery

The day after the evacuation, Rotarians set up their computers in make-shift offices and started working to assist others.  
Spread in various cities all over Southern California, via e-mail and cell phone, Rotarians worked as a team to put togeth-
er the Rotary “We Care” Stickers for Fire Recovery Project.  

The purpose of the project is to raise funds quickly, then pro-
vide for the needs of the people who lost their possessions 
in the October firestorms.  

Donations were made by various individuals and business-
es, so all of the proceeds from the project will go to assis-
tance.  

A committee of members from different clubs will direct the 
proceeds so they are targeted to proven distribution pro-
grams, providing fast assistance to “fill in the gaps” of gov-
ernment agencies and other programs.

The “We Care” Stickers for Fire Recovery project is 
similar to a Rotary project conducted by all three Moun-
tain Rotary Clubs in response to the “Old Fire” in 2003, 
which raised approximately $20,000, but with an impor-
tant, powerful addition:  The Internet and a Website.

Thanks to the leadership of Rotary Club Presidents 
(including our own Joe Ramos), and our District Gover-
nor, Mark Howison, who made quick decisions during 
the evacuation to adopt and fully support the project, it 
got off to a quick start.

Lake Arrowhead Rotary Club President, Joe Ramos, 
states, “I believe every Rotary club should do every-
thing it can to generate funds and distribute these

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funds to existing non-profit groups and causes that are chartered to help our community.  In this particular case, raising 
funds with these “We Care” stickers for victims and simultaneously thanking those who helped save our communities 
through a coordinated effort is a very worthwhile and proven activity.  

If it can be done in a coordinated manner with the affected clubs as it did 4 years ago and with the support of our District, 
it will be successful.  

The intent of generating these funds is not to compete with implementing organizations but to distribute 100% of these 
funds to existing causes supporting victims such as Mountain Hearts and Lives.  All our local clubs support the same com-
munity.  We should work as a team, as we have in the past especially since victims cross multiple clubs.

The one unique idea about these stickers is that it is more than just asking for donations, which typically occur with all 
non-profits.  These stickers advertise our District’s active involvement, giving visible thanks and acknowledgments to 
those who fought the fires, and can be used by donors as a badge of honor that they helped – thus generating more do-
nors.”

Members are asked to distribute packets to stores and other events, sell stickers to friend and events they attend, send 
e-mails (copy & paste from the approved e-mail sent earlier), and volunteer for various aspects of this important effort.

Stickers and distribution packets can be picked up at the School District office, below the Blue Jay Cinema, during normal 
business hours.
