Understanding the Top 10 Principles of Successful Recruitment

1. The future of Rotary depends on our ability to make Rotary meaningful, relevant, and attractive to the next genera-

tion of Rotarians.

2. Every Rotarian has a duty to seek out potential new Rotarians from their acquaintances who meet our standards of char-

acter and commitment to “Service Above Self.”

3. Many wonderful people are not Rotarians only because they were never asked.

4. General qualifications — Rotarians are adults of good character and good business or professional reputation, which hold or 
have held an executive position with discretionary authority in any worthy and recognized business, organization or profession.

5. Potential Rotarians should have the following personal characteristics:

o Character and reputation above reproach
o Sincere commitment to the philosophy of “Service above self”
o Exemplary reputation of potential Rotarian’s firm or organization
o Willingness to actively participate in the club’s service-related projects
o Capable of meeting financial obligations of club membership
o Willingness to attend Rotary meetings regularly (and actively participate in those meetings)
o Has lived in the mountains for a minimum of 12 months (or 3 to 6 months for Rotarians transferring from other clubs).

5. Avoid the feeling/appearance of “cliques” at the meetings.
