It's a matter of 1)
education, and 2) making it convenient for you to donate. Certainly, your contributions are an individual effort toward achieving the dis-
tinction of the Paul Harris Fellow award, however, as a Club member you are part of a larger collective effort toward our becoming a
100% participating Club in support of the world-wide _ service organization of which we are all members

Also this month, we’ll move one of our regular noon-time meetings to an evening Potluck Dinner on November 14%, This change is
intended to accomplish several purposes. It will allow for fellowship in a more casual setting and provide an additional chance for
spouses and your children to attend as part of our family of Rotary.
